Crazy Penis

Crazy Penis, which began to win acclamation after the release of their first two albums with titles “ A Nice Hot Bath With” ve “ The Wicked is Music”, proved themselves in the house music community with the release of their album “24 Hour Pshychedelic Freakout” consisting of collected songs from Shiva Records. Described as the most original music band in Britain after Massive Attack,Crazy Penis was founded by in 1995 by Chris Todd and Jim Baron, who was Chris’s friend from the university years. Later, bass player Tim Davies, famous percussionist Mav and vocal artist Danielle Moore joined them. In 2005, the band staged performances in various important venues from Australia and Moscow to the Big Chill Festival in Britain. After the release of the song “There’s a better place” that was written by using samples from the film Charlie and The Chocolate Factory, the British band came into prominence and also won high praises from many critics for their 2005 album titled “A Night on Earth”’, solidifying their worth as universal musicians. As we still relish the memory of their phenomenal performance at the Gas MotoGP party, organized by Dinamo in 2005, music lovers will able to enjoy Crazy Penis once again on the 8th of July.

Dreadzone

Dreadzone Soundsystem, which superbly blends dub, reggae, techno and folk music without compromising on their extraordinary style, has a long history of 14 years.

In 1993, Greg Roberts who was the drummer of Big Audio Dynamite - ex-Clash member Mike Jones’s band - founded Dreadzone together with sound engineer Tim Bran, who previously collaborated with Julian Cope. It was the famous British film director Don Letts, also the director of the film called “The Punk Rock Movie”, who gave the band its name. Later on, with the inclusion of bass player Leo Williams and famous keyboard player Dan Donavan, who was also an ex-member of Big Audio Dynamite, they released their first album “360°” after signing with Creation Records, which represented famous bands such as The Jesus & The Mary Chain and My Bloody Valentine.

The following year, Dreadzone signed a contract with Virgin Records and released their second studio album “The Second Light” which enabled them to leap into fame. The band, which was continuously supported by John Peel, succeeded in acquiring an extended reputation after “The Second Light”, which Peel cited as one of the best albums of all times, was released to great acclaim and they performed at the Pyramid Stage in Glastonbury the same year, winning a worldwide fame.

The band became one of the indispensable bands of reggae & dub music as a result of their regular Dubwiser nights at the Notting Hill Arts Club from 1998 to 2001. In the following years, the band adopted the name Dreadzone Soundsystem and integrated a DJ to their live performance, enabling themselves to keep abreast of different music trends that continuously changed and evolved. Since the release of their mix album called “Beatz & Bobz 4 Mixed By Dreadzone Soundsystem” from Functional in February 2005, the band continues its activies in 2006 with the founding member Greg “Dread” Roberts, Ben Balafonic, MC Spee, the legendary reggae vocalist Earl 16, bass player Leo Williams, and guitar player Steve Roberts.

One of the most prominent festival bands of all times, Dreadzone performed at various festivals last year such as Glastonbury, The Glade, and Carling. Dreadzone, which released their new studio album “Elevate” in 2006, continue to develop themselves in the same direction while building upon a solid foundation.

The Youngsters 

The Youngsters first emerged when Olivier Mateu and Gilles Escoffer had their first work released by G-Funk and Tekmic in 1999 as a reflection of the Detroit Techno sound. However, the band’s real characteristic work was created when they signed with Fcom in 2001 and released 4 singles and an album in the same year. Continuing their youthfully rapid and sprightly work in a way that fits their name, the band kept producing new titles and enhanced their image both in the eyes of their fans and in Fcam by releasing “Confidential Music”, which is one of the most important series of the world of electronic music.

Following their first album “LemonOrange”, they made the album titled “The Army of 1.0”, which can be considered as a summary of the last thirty years of the music industry extracted in the form of 12 songs. The Youngsters, one of the special bands reflecting the multi-dimensional approach comtemporary music needs, presents a perfect blend of minimal sounds, ambient, jazz, hip hop, house and techno as well as using analogous sounds occasionally.

Hayko Cepkin

Born in Istanbul in 1978. After completing his high school education, he studied singing at Mimar Sinan. Then he attended singing, solfegé and harmony courses at Timur Selçuk Contemporary Music Center for two years. After taking piano lessons at Akademi Istanbul for one year, he began his professional music career in 1997 as a keyboard player. He played with renowned musicians such as Öztürk, Ogün Şanlısoy, Aylin Aslım, Koray Candemir and Demir Demirkan respectively. He also took part as an arranger in the making of some albums of the musicians he collaborated with. Lately, he arranged the song with title “Kimdi Giden”, composed by Yeni Türkü and sung by Aylin Aslım for Murathan Mungan’s album called “Söz Vermiş Şarkılar”. In the meantime, he decided to bring the songs he recorded at home into light. Hayko Cepkin, who has signed with EMI, claimed his place in the music industry with the release of his first album “Sakin Olmam Lazım” in May.

Homegrown Soundsystem

Homegrown Soundsystem was founded in 2002 by Selim "Da-Frogg" and Barış "J-Bro" Uzel as a reggae-Dub Dj set in Istanbul, a big concrete forest. During this period, HG performed in various places such as Riddim, M.S.Ü. Fest'03, H2003, and Karga. In 2003, they began presenting a radio show for Radyo Kosmoz, but the radio channel was closed after the fifth program. The program was aired again for Açık Radyo 94.9 after a few months, and it is still aired every week on Friday evenings. The program includes music from all over the world from dub to reggae; in addition, they also present another monthly program that includes the sets of foreign Djs as well as Dub and Raggae music produced in Turkey. After J-Bronun moved to Moscow in 2003, Da-Frogg began composing digi-dub and dub music with Öykü "Dubatista" Gülata on the bass guitar. During live performances, Engin "Z-engin" Aydoğdu on the percussion accompanied the band and Mehmet "Freak" Sarıalioğlu joined in on the bass guitar whenever Öykü "Dubatista" Gülata was not able to attend. At the end of 2005, Baran "Abaran" Atasoy and Çiğdem "Tripp" Güvercin also joined the band on the guitar and on vocals respectively. The band performed in numerous venues and events such as Nayah, Rockistanbul'03, Babylon, Indigo (Phonem'04), M.S.Ü. Fest'04 and Auf.  Homegrown Soundsystem’s music is rich with variety from downtempo heavy dubs to the soothing melodious vibrations of reggae, and like any artist living in Istanbul, HG are also affected by this "Mega-City" and reflects this influence on their music. Until today, Da-Frogg had the gig opening for various reggae artists such as Wailers, Horace Andy, Zion Train, Asher selekta and many others under the “HG banner”. HG continue their performances as a Dj set whenever J-Bro comes to town.
